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NATO looking into tanks destroyed outside of Brega 

Naples, Italy - NATO is looking into the specific details of an alleged strike on a column of tanks outside of Brega today. 

The fighting between Brega and Ajdabiyah, where the strike occurred, has been fierce for several days. The situation is unclear and fluid with mechanized weapons traveling in all directions.

 

What remains clear is that NATO will continue to uphold the UN mandate and strike forces that can potentially cause harm to the civilian population of Libya.

Operation UNIFIED PROTECTOR, NATO’s operation in Libya, includes enforcing the UN-mandated arms embargo and no-fly-zone. Such operations will help protect the people of Libya and reduce the flow of arms, related material and mercenaries to and from the Operation UNIFIED PROTECTOR area of responsibility.
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
